5. Have you ever thought of worshipping God as dangerous – or at least risky?  How can it be dangerous 

in the sense of loving God?  How can it be dangerous in the sense of loving your neighbour?  Look 

again especially at I John 4:19-21. 

  

6. What might you most prefer in worship instead of being loved and loving (as defined by Micah 6:8: 

doing justice, loving mercy, walking humbly with God):
